2.A. FINANCIAL SOFTWARE

The City has a need to upgrade their financial software and has budgeted for this expense. Staff
has worked over the course of the last several months reviewing different financial software vendors.
Included in this review, were on-site visits to other locations to get a handle on the user ability of the
software, demonstrations from the vendors on their software, a review of the company’s background,
financial stability, and technological capabilities. It has been narrowed down to two companies, Civic
Systems and Tyler Technology. Both companies have submitted proposals for consideration that would
outline the cost of the software. The City would intend to have the software hosted rather than owning
the software and having it placed on one of our servers.

Both software vendors have the features we are looking to add with new financial software that
will allow the City to accept credit card and online payments, automate many of our processes internally,
and provide customers with the ability to manage their accounts with the City online. Both have the
capability of doing what we need the software to do for us.

We have discussed the advantages and disadvantages of both software companies and have
shared admin staff's perspectives on the software with the Council as well. Some feel that Civic Systems’
layout and functionality is better than Tyler Technology. Others feel that Tyler Technology offers more
functions as the city continues to grow. Tyler Technology is a larger company and does seem to add
more features for its clients when it relates to technology more quickly than that of Civic Systems.

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2.A. FINANCIAL SOFTWARE (Cont'd.)

Civic Systems, on the other hand, does cater to smaller city clients and may do a better job with
addressing smaller city needs where Tyler Technologies tends to cater to cities of our size and larger.
Both companies have the capabilities to address our needs and it comes down to individual preferences
on which Software Company would be best.

Included in the proposals presented for both software companies are costs to convert to the new
software, training and set up, along with ongoing maintenance costs for hosting the software. Both
proposals are similar in what they will be offering with the exception that Tyler Technologies has included
some free follow up training and the content management software at no additional cost, which is
estimated to be approximately a $10,000 cost. Civic Systems has also included costs associated with
additional training that are outlined in the proposal as well and did not include the content manager
software in their proposal. '

At this point in the process, the City Council will need to take into consideration all aspects of this
process including the proposals they have both submitted. Staff would recommend that the Council
provide staff direction on which Software Company the Council would like the staff to negotiate a contract
with moving forward. Both companies have the capability of serving the City’s needs. Once this has
been completed, the final contract will be brought back to the Council for review and consideration.

Finance Director Lindberg was asked for his opinion. He said he was wearing two hats in the
process, one acting as the consultant and the other as the Finance Director. He stated he feels as the
Finance Director that either software company will be fine. He feels the distinguishing factor is how fast
they feel the City will grow. Software is a 15-20 year investment. There is a client size difference in what
the two companies support. Civic Systems tends to support smaller cities (10,000 or below in population)
where Tyler Technology tends to support larger cities (30,000 or below in population). He stated that
Civic Systems would be a very good fit for where the City is today. He also feels that Civic System’s
support would maybe be a better fit with where the City is at today, but it stems back to where we think
the City will be at in 15-20 years from now. Another factor is that this is being done as a software
solution, where it is hosted and the City pays a monthly fee. Discussion was held on how much they feel
the City will grow in the future.

Motion by Member Linquist, second by Member Schulz, to approve moving forward with Civic
Systems and authorize staff to begin negotiating a contract.

RESOLUTION BY CITY OF
PROMOTING THE USE OF INTRASTATE MUTUAL-AID AGREEMENTS

WHEREAS, Chapter 12, Section 12.331 allows for Intrastate Mutual Aid, and direct, timely
assistance between jurisdictions is critical; and

WHEREAS, the possibility of the occurrence of natural and other disasters of major size and
destructiveness exits and is increasing; and

WHEREAS, there is a need to ensure that preparations of the City of will be
adequate to deal with disasters; generally protect the public peace, health, and safety; and
preserve the lives and property of the people of the state; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to provide for the rendering of mutual aid among the political
subdivisions of the state and to cooperate with federal government with respect to carrying out
emergency management functions; and

WHEREAS, it is the policy of Minnesota that all emergency response functions of this state be
coordinated to the maximum extent with the comparable functions of the state government,
including its various departments and agencies, of other states and localities, and of private
agencies of every type, to the end that the most effective preparations and uses may be made of
the state’s labor supply, resources, and facilities for dealing with any disaster that may occur; and

WHEREAS, the director of each local organization for emergency management may, in
collaboration with other public and private agencies within this state, develop or cause to be
developed mutual-aid arrangements for reciprocal emergency management aid and assistance in
an emergency or disaster too great to be dealt with unassisted. These arrangements must be
consistent with the local emergency operations plan and, in time of emergency, each local
organization for emergency management and its members shall render assistance in accordance
with the provisions of the mutual-aid arrangements; and

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that the City of promotes the efficiency
and effectiveness of intrastate mutual-aid by designating the City of , the
mayor, the City administrator, manager, emergency management director, police chief, public
works director, or other officer who, exercising discretion and considering the needs of the
political subdivision and its inhabitants, to dispatch equipment and personnel as considered
necessary if a danger of fire, hazard, casualty, or another similar occurrence exists outside the
political subdivision and by its suddenness it would be impractical for the governing body of the
City of itself to authorize the dispatch of equipment and personnel to combat
that emergency of disaster,

3. Scope of Agreement

. Civic agrees at all times to maintain an adequate staff of experienced and qualified employees for efficient
performance under this Contract Agreement. Civic agrees that, at all times, the employees of Civic furnishing or
performing any services shall do so in a proper, workmanlike, and dignified manner.

. Civic agrees that all persons working for or on behalf of Civic whose duties bring them upon Client’s premise shall
obey the rules and regulations that are established by Client and shall comply with the reasonable directions of
Client personnel.

. Civic shall be responsible for the acts of its employees and agents while on Client's premises. Accordingly, Civic
agrees to take all necessary measures to prevent injury and loss to persons or property located on Client
premises. Civic shall be responsible for all damages to persons or property caused by Civic or any of its agents
or employees. Civic shall promptly repair any damage that it, or its employees or agents may cause to Client’s
premises or equipment; on Civic's failure to do so, Client may repair such damage and Civic shall reimburse
Client promptly for the cost of repair.

. Civic agrees that, in the event of an Accident of any kind, Civic will immediately notify Client’s contact person and
thereafter, if requested, furnish a full written report of such accident.

. Civic shall perform the services contemplated in this Contract Agreement without interfering in any way with the
activities of Client’s staff or visitors.

. Civic and its employees or agents shall have the right to use only those facilities of Client that are necessary to
perform services under this Contract Agreement and shall have no right to access any other facilities of Client.

. Entire Agreement Clause

This Contract Agreement, including other referenced documents, constitutes the entire Contract Agreement
between Client and Civic and supersedes all proposals, presentations, representations, and communications,
whether oral or in writing, between the parties on this subject.

. Non-Assignment; Non-Delegation; Binding Effect

Both Civic and Client shall be clearly identified by name. Neither of the identified parties to this Contract
Agreement shall assign or encumber any of its rights, or delegate or any of its duties defined in this Contract
Agreement, in whole or in part, to other third parties unless the other party to this Contract Agreement gives prior
written consent. Subject to the foregoing covenant against assignment and delegation, the rights created by this
Contract Agreement shall pass to the benefit of the identified party and the duties and obligations resulting from
this Contract Agreement shall bind the identified party and their respective successors and assignees.

. Assignments

Civic shall not assign, transfer or pledge this Contract Agreement and/or the services to be performed, whether
in whole or in part, nor assign any monies due or to become due to it without the prior written consent of Client.
A consent to assign shall be subject to such conditions and provisions as Client may deem necessary,
accomplished by execution of a form signed by Client, Civic, and the assignee.

. Subcontractors

Civic shall not subcontract this Contract Agreement and/or the services to be performed, whether in whole or in
part, without the prior written consent of Client. Permission to subcontract, however, shall under no
circumstances relieve, Civic of its liabilities and obligations under this Contract Agreement. Further, Civic shall
be fully responsible for the acts, omissions, and failure of its subcontractors in the performance of the specified
contractual services, and of person(s) directly employed by subcontractors. Contracts between Civic and each
subcontractor shall require that the subcontractor’'s services be performed in accordance with the terms and
conditions specified. Civic shall make contracts between Civic and subcontractors available upon request.

10. Agreement Extensions and Modification Clause

This Contract Agreement may be modified or extended in accordance with the following procedures. In the
event that all parties to this Contract Agreement agree that such changes would be of a minor and non-material
nature, such changes may be effected by a written statement that describes the situation and is signed, prior to
the effectiveness, by all parties. In the event that the changes are determined by either or all parties to this
Contract Agreement to be of a major or complex nature, then the change shall be by formal amendment of this
Contract Agreement signed by the parties and made a permanent part of this Contract Agreement.

Under no circumstances, however, shall any parties to this Contract Agreement forfeit or cancel any right
presented in this Contract Agreement by delaying or failing to exercise the right or by not immediately and
promptly notifying the other party in the event of a default. In the event that a party to this Contract Agreement
waives a right, this does not indicate a waiver of the ability of the party to, at a subsequent time, enforce the
right.

11. Termination

A. This Contract Agreement may be terminated for cause in the event Civic does not cure a material breach of this
Contract Agreement within thirty (30) days’ of receiving written notice of such breach from Client.

B. This Contract Agreement may be terminated by either party effective immediately and without notice, upon: (i)
the dissolution, termination of existence, liquidation or insolvency of the other party, (i) the appointment of a
custodian or receiver for the other party, (iii) the institution by or against the other party of any proceeding under
the United States Bankruptcy Code or any other foreign, federal or state bankruptcy, receivership, insolvency or
other similar law affecting the rights of creditors generally, or (iv) the making by the other party of any
assignment for the benefit of creditors.

C. Client shall pay Civic for all Services rendered, Software delivered or incurred, and expenses incurred prior to
the date of termination, and shall reimburse Civic for all reasonable costs associated with any termination.

D. Except for disputes related to confidentiality or intellectual property rights, all disputes and controversies
between the parties hereto of every kind and nature arising out of or in connection with this Contract Agreement
as to the existence, construction, validity, interpretation or meaning, performance, nonperformance,
enforcement, operation, breach, continuation, or termination of this Contract Agreement shall be resolved as set
forth in this Section using the following procedure: In the unlikely event that differences concerning the Services
or fees should arise that are not resolved by mutual agreement, both parties agree to attempt in good faith to
settle the dispute by engaging in mediation administered by the American Arbitration Association under its
mediation rules for professional accounting and related services disputes before resorting to litigation or any
other dispute-resolution procedure. Each party shall bear their own expenses from mediation and the fees and
expenses of the mediator shall be shared equally by the parties. Further, in the unlikely event that differences
concerning the Services or fees should arise that are not resolved by mutual agreement or mediation, both
parties agree to waive a jury trial to facilitate judicial resolution and save time and expense of both parties.

E. Because a breach of any of the provisions of this Contract Agreement concerning confidentiality or intellectual
property rights will irreparably harm the non-breaching party, Client and Civic agree that if a party breaches any
of its obligations thereunder, the non-breaching party shall, without limiting its other rights or remedies, be
entitled to seek equitable relief (including, but not limited to, injunctive relief) to enforce its rights thereunder,
including without limitation protection of its proprietary rights. The parties agree that the parties need not invoke
the procedures set forth in Section 10(d) in order to seek injunctive or declaratory relief.

. Conflict of Interest; Nonsolicitation; Noncompete. (a) ISCorp will not offer nor give a gratuity of any type to
any Client employee or agent. Likewise, Client will not offer nor give a gratuity of any type to any ISCorp
employee or agent. (b) During the term of this Agreement and for a period of two years following the
termination of this Agreement, Client will not, directly or indirectly, retain, hire or solicit for employment any
employee, independent contractor or agent of ISCorp (collectively, an "ISCorp Agent") without the prior
express written consent of ISCorp. Retaining, hiring or soliciting for employment any ISCorp Agent in
violation of this provision will constitute a material breach of this Agreement and will entitle ISCorp, in
addition to all other remedies for default provided for under this Agreement, be entitied to a decree of
specific performance prohibiting Client from engaging in such conduct and to one immediate lump sum
payment of funds from Client of an amount equal to ISCorp's opportunity lost over a two-year period.

Issue: Variance to Height of Elevated Sign — Discovery School and Quarryview Early Education Center —
700 and 800 7" Street South

BACKGROUND

We have received an application from ISD #742 for a variance from Waite Park Ordinance
Section 53.12, Subd. 5 (signs relating to schools) and, Table 53-2 to for two monument signs
with integrated electronic displays for Discovery School and the Quarryview Center (currently
under construction). The project is located at 700/800 7% Street South. The property is zoned R-
1, Single-Family Residential District, in which monument signs for schools are limited to 24
square feet in area and 6 feet in height. Electronic displays are also currently prohibited for
school signs. The applicable sign ordinance sections are enclosed for review.

The proposed sign locations are noted on the enclosed site plan. Both signs are proposed along
7% Street South, with the proposed new Discovery School sign to be located nearby the previous
sign location in front of Discovery School, and the Quarryview sign adjacent to their new
driveway approach. The sign locations match what were reviewed and approved during the
previous conditional use permit process. However, there was no discussion of the specific sign
designs at that time. As permit review of public schools is handled by the State of Minnesota,
the issue of signage did not come up until construction of the monument signs was already
underway and the contractors on site inquired as to whether the City had approved the signs. At
that point project representatives made contact with City staff to discuss their plans while work
was halted on the signs.

The proposed sign designs are enclosed. There is an “original” and “revised” plan for each sign.
After reviewing the original proposed designs, staff suggested scaling them down in height to
better fit the area as part of a proposed variance request. The sign faces are approximately 55
square feet. The Discovery sign is 6°9” tall and the Quarryview sign is 8 feet tall. Both signs are
approximately 15 feet wide, including masonry surround and base.

In staff’s opinion the size of the proposed signs is consistent with the scale and frontage of the
property, and the larger size is justifiable. The previous sign for Discovery School appears to
have been as large or larger than the proposed signs, although it would have been considered a
“grandfathered” sign under the current ordinance requirements. The general size and design of
the proposed signage are consistent with other ISD 742 properties as they have been moving
towards a unified sign design language.

Additionally, the electronic display components of the sign are consistent with commercial
standards. Although they are not allowed for schools in R-1 residential districts per standards, in
staff’s opinion their purpose of promoting public information and awareness of school and
community activities is in keeping with the intent and spirit of the ordinance. Staff has
recommended consideration of neighboring residential properties that could have sightlines of
the electronic display by suggested programming options which reduce nighttime concerns (such
as avoiding white and blue colors at night and auto-dimming display).

Staff does believe that the applicant has demonstrated practical difficulties, primarily due to the
scale of the property with relation to the existing standards. In staff’s opinion the granting of the
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variance will not be detrimental to other uses already existing and permitted in the area, and staff
recommends approval of the variance as requested.

The Planning Commission held the public hearing and reviewed the request at their November
14th, 2017 meeting and recommended approval of the request. No concerns or feedback was
received from the public or neighboring residents during the public hearing.

REQUIRED ACTION

The City Council’s action could be any of the following in regards to the variance:
1. Approval of the variance: as presented — with findings of fact.

2. Approval of variance with dimensions less than requested, but greater than City Code
allowances, with findings of fact itemized.

3. Denial of the variance, with findings of fact.

4. The City Council may, at its discretion and with the approval of the applicant, table the
matter pending further information from the applicant that will help it render a
recommendation to the City Council. An extension of the variance review period (i.e. total of
120 days) may be necessary, as is allowed per State Statutes.

Staff recommends approval of the variance as submitted and proposed.

Section 53.12. Monument Signs. Monument signs are permitted subject to the
following:

Subd. 1. Monument signs are permitted only in the districts listed in Table 53.2.

Subd. 2. Each multi-family building (RM-12, RM-24, RM-25) may have one monument
sign per development. Each R-MH park may have one monument sign.

Subd. 3. Only one monument sign permitted per lot. Any one lot is not permitted to
have multi types of signs on the same lot.

Subd. 4. Monument sign intended to permanently identify a residential development
shall be permitted under the following conditions:

1. The monument sign shall be placed on a designated Outlot only.
2. There shall be an entity established to the satisfaction of the Citysuchas a

homeowners association, which shall be clearly responsible for the perpetual
maintenance of the monument sign.

3. The monument sign shall not exceed the height nor sign area as noted in Table
53.2.
4. The monument sign shall be a minimum of thirty (30) feet from any existing or

future residence unless it is mounted on a wall structure.
5. Landscaping shall be provided around the base of the monument sign.

Subd. 5. A monument sign may be installed to identify churches, schools, hospitals, and
other non-profit organizations allowed to be located in a residential district subject to the
following:

L. One (1) monument sign shall be allowed per street frontage, with a maximum size
not to exceed twenty-four (24) square feet in area and a maximum of six (6) feet
in height.

2. One wall sign may be placed on the principal building, not to exceed thirty-two
(32) square feet.

3. The sign shall indicate only the name and address of the building or non-profit.
4. Such sign shall be setback at least ten (10) feet from any property line.

5. Landscaping shall be provided around the base of the sign.

The Planning Commission will hold a public hearing to hear from the public and the applicant on their
proposed variance. Once the public hearing is closed, the Planning Commission will need to consider
the variance, taking into account the following requirements for approval:

Variance — Criteria for Approval

Subd. 5. Practical Difficulties.

A. Practical difficulties as used in connection with the granting of a variance means that:

1. The property owner proposed to use the property in a reasonable manner not permitted by the
Zoning Ordinance;

2. The plight of the landowner is due to circumstances unique to the property not created by the
landowner; and

3. The variance, if granted, will not alter the essential character of the locality.

B. Economic considerations alone do not constitute practical difficulties.

Subd. 6. Findings of Fact:

That the literal interpretation of the provisions of this Ordinance would deprive the
petitioner of rights commonly enjoyed by other properties in the same district under the
terms of this Ordinance.

A. Is the variance in harmony with the purposes and intent of the ordinance?

B. Is the variance consistent with the comprehensive plan?

C. Does the proposal put property to use in a reasonable manner?

D. Are there unique circumstances to the property not created by the landowner?

E. Will the variance, if granted, alter the essential character of the Locality?

The City of Waite Park received authorization from the State Legislature that provided the City
with the ability to license hotels/motels. The license would not include portions related to health.
Those requirements have and will continue to be regulated at the County level. The City has
drafted an Ordinance that will establish the requirements for licensure by hotels/motels in Waite
Park. A copy of this proposed new Ordinance is included for your review and consideration.
The Ordinance would essentially require hotels to annually apply for a license and outlines
requirements that have been proposed as part of the licensing requirement. The purpose of this
Ordinance is to allow the City the opportunity to proactively work with the hotels/motels in
Waite Park on crime prevention. Many hotels/motels can be a place where illegal activity can
occur. The purpose of this Ordinance is to look at ways to discourage this type of activity from
being a problem and allows the City to address issues through enforcement if necessary.

City staff has met with our local motel and has also sought input from the Hotel Lodging
Association. We did receive some feedback from the Hotel Lodging Association that was
incorporated into the Ordinance. In our discussions with the local motel owner, we provided a
copy of the Ordinance to him and encouraged him to contact us with any questions or concerns
and also encouraged him to attend the council meeting as well.

ORDINANCE NO. 105
CITY OF WAITE PARK, STEARNS COUNTY, MINNESOTA

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING HOTELS, MOTELS, AND LODGING
ESTABLISHMENTS IN THE CITY OF WAITE PARK, MINNESOTA, SETTING
FORTH THE GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR SUCH ESTABLISHMENTS AND
THE ASSOCIATED PROCEDURES INVOLVED WITH ADMINISTERING AND
ENFORCING SAID ORDINANCE ENACTED PURSUANT TO 2017 LEGISLATION
PASSED BY THE STATE OF MINNESOTA AND ESTABLISHED FOR THE PURPOSE
OF PROTECTING THE HEALTH, SAFETY AND GENERAL WELFARE OF THE
PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF WAITE PARK.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WAITE PARK, STEARNS COUNTY,
MINNESOTA, ORDAINS:

Section 105.1. Definitions. For purposes of this chapter, unless otherwise expressly

stated, the following words and phrases shall have the meanings respectively ascribed to them by
this section:

(a) Calls for Service. “Calls for Service” includes but is not limited to any and all calls
to emergency services (police, fire, and medical), that result in a representative being
dispatched or directed to the lodging establishment, hotel or motel. That shall include
any calls for service within the surrounding neighborhood that, through information
or investigation, can be traced to the lodging establishment, hotel or motel staff
and/or registered guest(s) and/or visitor(s). Calls for service includes any self initiated

activity and/or investigation based on the observation(s) of an emergency services
representative.

(b) Guest. “Guest” means any person that occupies a guestroom.

(c) Guestroom. “Guestroom” means a sleeping room in a lodging establishment, hotel or
motel designed and included to be used as lodging.

(d) Hotel or Motel. “Hotel or Motel” means a building, structure, enclosure, or any part
thereof used as, maintained as, advertised as, or held out to be a place where sleeping
accommodations are furnished to the public and furnishing accommodations for less
than one week pursuant to Minn. Stat. Section 157.15, subd. 7. Hotels or motels are

considered temporary sleeping accommodations for people who have established
residence elsewhere.

(¢) Lodging Establishment. “Lodging Establishment” means (1) a building, structure,
enclosure, or any part thereof used as, maintained as, advertised as, or held out to a
place where sleeping accommodations are furnished to the public as regular roomers,



for periods of one week or more, and having five or more beds to let to the public; or
(2) a building, structure, or enclosure of any part thereof located within ten miles
distance from a hospital or medical center and maintained as, advertised as, or held
out to be a place where sleeping accommodations are furnished exclusively to
patients, their families, and caregivers while the patient is receiving or waiting to
receive health care treatments or procedures for periods of one week or more, and no
supportive services, as defined under section 157.17, subdivision 1, paragraph (a), or
health supervision services, as defined under section 157.17, subdivision 1, paragraph
(b), or home care services, as defined under section 144A.471, subdivisions 6 and 7,
are provided pursuant to Minn. Stat. Section 157.15, subd. 8. Lodging establishments
are considered temporary sleeping accommodations for people who have established
residence elsewhere.

() Nuisance-Related Calls. “Nuisance-related Calls” includes emergency or 911
service calls which annoys, injures or endangers the safety, health, and welfare of the
public. Nuisance-related calls also include 911 service calls which relate to suspected
illegal activity on the premises of the lodging establishment, hotel or motel.

(g) Owner or Operator. “Owner or Operator” means any person, firm, association,
partnership, limited liability company, or corporation, which is the record owner, part
owner, lessee, receiver, sublessee, or franchised operator of real property as listed on
the last equalized assessment roll as maintained by the City of Waite Park at which a
lodging establishment, hotel or motel business is operated, which offers and accepts
payment for rooms, guest rooms, sleeping accommodations, or board and lodging,
and retains the right of access to, and control of, the guestroom on behalf of
himself/herself or any entity listed above.

Section 105.2. License to Operate. In addition to the other licensing requirements set
out by Minnesota Statutes and the Minnesota Department of Health, it is unlawful to operate a
lodging establishment, hotel or motel without a valid license through the City of Waite Park. The
annual license to operate shall be applied for to the City Administrator, or his or her designee, on
a yearly basis by the owner or operator of a lodging establishment, hotel or motel. The deadline
for submitting the application, processing fee, and background check fee shall be October 1%, or
if this date lands on a Saturday or Sunday, on the next business day to the City of Waite Park.
The application and background check fees are set forth in Appendix B. The license shall be
issued or denied within ninety (90) days. The City Council shall approve or deny each
application.

In the event that a new lodging establishment, hotel or motel operator applies for a
license during the year prior to October 1%, the license will be issued or denied within ninety (90)
days. Any subsequent permit may be applied for on or before October 1% of the following year
and issued or denied within ninety (90) days.

Subd. 1. Application Requirements. In addition to filling out the necessary application
paperwork, applicants will need to complete the following:

(a) Participate in training each year as directed by Law Enforcement; and



(b) The owner(s) or operator(s) and on-site general management of the lodging
establishment, hotel or motel shall submit to a criminal background check.

Subd. 2. Grounds for Denial. The license to operate may be denied for any of the
following reasons:

(a) Failure to comply with the minimum standards of operation as outlined in this
ordinance.

(b) The lodging establishment, hotel or motel has a material unabated notice of violation.

(c) The excessive nature of nuisance-related calls after being served First, Second, and
Third Notices.

(d) A serious nuisance-related call which warrants immediate revocation.

(e) Failure to maintain the licensed premises to all building, fire, mechanical, zoning or
licensing codes.

(f) The owner(s), operator(s), or on-site general manager(s) has multiple criminal
convictions that relate to the lodging establishment, hotel or motel or has been
convicted of a felony that relates to the licensed activity. This subsection shall not
apply to corporations, limited liability companies, or partnerships, but shall apply to
all officers, directors of any such corporations and members of any such limited
liability companies, and partners of any such partnerships.

Subd. 3. Nontransferability. Each license to operate issued pursuant to this ordinance
shall be separate and distinct from all others and shall not be transferable from the person, firm
or corporation to whom issued to any other person, firm or corporation.

When a change of the owner or operator occurs at an existing lodging establishment,
hotel or motel, the new owner or operator shall apply for a license to operate. If the prior owner
or operator’s license to operate for the lodging establishment, hotel or motel was denied or
revoked, a provisional license to operate may be issued with special conditions as designated by
the City Administrator, or his or her designee.

Subd. 4. Report of Changes to the Application. Whenever an owner or operator sells or
transfers title to, or assigns the lease or subleases a lodging establishment, hotel or motel while
the application for the license to operate is pending, the owner or operator shall notify the City
Administrator in writing within five (5) business days of such transfer.

Every operator of a lodging establishment, hotel or motel shall report any change in
information such as any change to the manager(s) and operator(s) and/or owner(s) as defined in
this ordinance to the City Administrator in writing within five (5) business days after the change
has occurred. A change in the information on the application is subject to review by the City
Administrator and may be grounds for revocation of the license to operate.




Subd. 5. Revocation. The license to operate shall be subject to revocation upon good
cause shown that the operation of the lodging establishment, hotel or motel is such that it is or
has negatively impacted the health, safety and/or welfare of its guests or the residents or
businesses of the neighboring community by any of the following:

(a) Noncompliance with federal, State, and City of Waite Park municipal codes;

(b) Noncompliance with this ordinance;

(c¢) The Nature of the Nuisance-related Calls;

(d) Arrests related to illegal activity which occurred on the lodging establishment, hotel
or motel’s premises;

(e) Any other conditions, problems, issues, concerns or facts that are deemed relevant.
Subd. 6. Revocation Investigative Report. In processing a revocation of the license to

operate, the City Administrator, or his or her designee, shall prepare an investigation report that
details the circumstances that have led to the revocation proceeding.

(a) The investigative report may include any or all of the following that are applicable:
1. Frequency or occurrence of violations, arrests, or nuisance-related calls.

2. Seriousness of the violations, arrests, or nuisance-related calls in relation to its threat
or impact upon public health, safety or welfare.

3. History of the violations, arrests, or nuisance-related calls.

4. Good faith efforts taken by the lodging establishment, hotel or motel to correct,
reduce and/or alleviate violations, arrests, or nuisance-related calls.

5. Any activity, action or effort taken by the responsible party to obstruct or interfere
with correction of the problem.

6. The impact of the violations, arrests, or nuisance-related calls on the surrounding
property and community.

7. The financial impact to the City of Waite Park.
(b) Prior to a revocation of a license to operate, the following notices must be provided:
1. First Notice. Upon determination that the lodging establishment, hotel or motel has
received fifteen (15) nuisance-related calls or complaints or the lodging

establishment, hotel or motel was used in a manner in violation of any of the
provisions enumerated in this ordinance, the City Administrator, or his or her



designee, will notify the owner or operator by certified mail, and direct the owner or
operator to take steps to prevent further violations at the lodging establishment, hotel
or motel.

2. Second Notice. If fifteen (15) additional nuisance-related calls or violations of any
provisions enumerated in this ordinance occurs at the premises within twelve (12)
months of incidents for which the first notice was already provided, (total of thirty
(30)), the owner or operator will be required to submit a written report explaining
each call or complaint and will detail all actions taken by the owner or operator and
its employees in response to all notices of violations at the lodging establishment,
hotel or motel within the preceding twelve (12) months. This written report must be
submitted to the City Administrator, or his or her designee, within fifteen (15) days,
excluding intervening weekends and holidays, of the notice of violations. Failure to
respond within fifteen (15) days is grounds for revocation of a license to operate. The
City Administrator, or his or her designee, may serve a revocation investigative report
and notice of hearing after failing to respond.

3. Third Notice. If fifteen (15) additional calls for service or violations of any provisions
enumerated in this ordinance occur on the premises within twelve (12) months of
incidents for which previous notices have been given, (total of forty-five (45) or
more), the City Administrator, or his or her designee, may issue a revocation
investigative report and notice of a hearing for revocation. Forty-five (45) or more
nuisance-related calls or violations of any provisions in this ordinance are grounds for
revocation of a license to operate.

4. Immediate Action Required. One single serious nuisance-related call or violation may
be grounds for revocation. If the City Administrator, or his or her designee,
determines that a serious nuisance-related call or violation which severely threatens
public safety has occurred at the lodging establishment, hotel or motel, the City
Administrator, or his or her designee, may serve a revocation notice with a copy of
the revocation investigative report detailing the serious violation regardless of the
number of notices the lodging establishment, hotel or motel has already received.

Subd. 7. Notice of Hearing. Upon good cause shown in the revocation investigation
report issued by the City Administrator, or his or her designee, a notice of the hearing date, time,
and location shall be served upon the owner or operator of a lodging establishment, motel or
hotel personally or by certified mail ten (10) days prior to the scheduled hearing in front of the
City Council to determine whether the license to operate should be revoked or not. The lodging
establishment, hotel or motel shall be provided a copy of the revocation investigation report with
the notice of hearing. The owner, operator, or other designated representatives shall be given the
opportunity to be heard and present any evidence necessary at the revocation hearing. The City
Council shall issue a final order determining whether the license to operate shall be revoked or
not.



Subd. 8. Notice of Revocation. Upon confirmation and final decision issued by the City
Council, the Chief of Police, or his or her designee, shall post a copy or copies of the notice of
revocation of license to operate at the lodging establishment, hotel or motel.

Subd. 9. Removal or Tampering with Posted Notice. A posted notice of revocation of
license to operate may only be removed by an authorized City of Waite Park official.

Subd. 10. Surrender Following Revocation. The lodging establishment, hotel or motel
operation shall cease within fifteen (15) days of posting the notice of revocation of license to
operate and surrender its license to operate to the City of Waite Park.

Subd. 11. Reissuance of license after revocation. A license to operate that is revoked
shall not be reissued for a period of one (1) year from the date of such revocation, unless the
period of revocation is either delayed or shortened by the City Council due to voluntary
mitigation action by the owner or operator, and such mitigation action is approved by the City
Council.

Subd. 12. Violations and Penalties. It is unlawful to operate a lodging establishment,
hotel or motel without a valid license to operate in the City of Waite Park and it is unlawful to
operate a lodging establishment, hotel or motel by failing to comply with any of the requirements
established by this ordinance.

Section 105.3. Minimum Standards of Operation. In order to maintain the license to
operate issued through the City of Waite Park, the owner or operator of a lodging establishment,
hotel or motel shall comply with the following minimum standards of operation:

(a) No person shall be allowed to rent guestrooms without providing suitable
identification at the time of registration, a copy of which shall be retained upon check
in. The guest shall verify his or her identification through production of a driver’s
license, passport, government-issued identification, or some other type of
identification.

(b) The true name of all persons occupying rented guestrooms shall be listed on the
register at the time of registration. Any person who remains in a room after midnight
(12:00 a.m.) shall be presumed to be a guest. Guestroom occupancy lists shall be
recorded and maintained by the owner or operator for at least ninety (90) days.

(c) The owner or operator of a lodging establishment, hotel or motel shall immediately,
upon notice that a registration was incomplete or inaccurate, terminate the rental
agreement and evict from the premises all guests occupying the guestroom for which
such incomplete or inaccurate registration was provided.

(d) No owner or operator of a lodging establishment, hotel or motel shall knowingly
permit the premises to be used for any illegal purpose.



(¢) The owner or operator of a lodging establishment, hotel or motel shall report
observed or suspected illegal activity to the police within a reasonable period of time.

(f) The owner or operator of a lodging establishment, hotel, or motel shall install video
surveillance at all entrances and exits of the building.

(8) The owner or operator of a lodging establishment, hotel or motel shall take all steps
reasonable and necessary to insure that video surveillance and recording equipment is
in good working order at all times.

(h) Video surveillance records shall be retained a minimum of ninety (90) days from the
day of creation.

(i) Each guestroom shall be numbered in a plain, conspicuous manner. Such numbers
shall be placed and maintained on the outside of the outer door of each guestroom,
and no two guestrooms units shall be labeled with the same number.

() No guest shall be able to purchase the guestrooms on an hourly basis. All guestrooms
must be rented for overnight purposes. An exception to this requirement is allowed
for contracted guestrooms for an hourly basis between a business or corporation and
lodging establishments, hotels or motels for the purposes of complying with
Department of Transportation sleep regulations, federal law requirements, or state law
requirements.

(k) Any lodging establishment, hotel or motel license issued by the City of Waite Park
shall be conspicuously displayed in the office or lobby of the licensed establishment.

() The operation of any lodging establishment, hotel or motel shall be supervised by a
manager, or his or her designee, in charge of the property at all hours.

(m)No guest shall be able to establish permanent residency at the lodging establishment,
hotel or motel.

(n) The owner or operator of a lodging establishment, hotel, or motel shall maintain and
follow all building, mechanical zoning, or licensing codes. In addition to all of the
required applicable building codes, property maintenance laws and state health laws,
each guestroom shall maintain the following minimum requirements:

1. A proper entry door, windows, beds, and bedding;
2. Toilet room;

3. Lavatory;

4. Bathtub or shower;



5. Heating and air conditioning;

6. Clothes closet or alcove with clothes rod or clothes rack permanently affixed
or luggage rack or luggage support counter;

7. Twenty-four (24) hour free emergency telephone access to the front desk and
to 911 services.

Subd. 1. Maintenance of Records. Every owner or operator of a lodging establishment,
hotel or motel shall keep a register of persons who board or lodge in such establishment. The
record is a written documentation of information about a guest that may be maintained
electronically, in a book, or on cards:

(a) The record shall be kept on the premises in the guest reception or guest check-in-area
or in an office adjacent to that area.

(b) No person shall alter, deface, or erase the record so as to make the information
recorded in it illegible or unintelligible, or hinder, obstruct or interfere with any
inspection of record under this section.

(¢) Any record maintained in the form of a book shall be permanently bound, each page
shall be sequentially numbered and the book shall be the minimum size of eight by
ten inches and numbered consecutively and used in sequence. Any card numbered
within the sequence of utilized cards shall be preserved as part of the record even if it
is not used for a room rental. The numbers shall be printed or otherwise indelibly
affixed to the cards. If maintained electronically, the record shall be printable.

(d) Nothing in this section absolves the owner or operator from maintaining the record
for longer than ninety (90) days in order to comply with any other provision of law.

Subd. 2. Inspection of Premises. In order to ensure compliance with this ordinance,
random inspections of the lodging establishment, hotel, or motel may occur. Notice of inspection

shall be given seventy-two (72) hours prior to the inspection by personal service or certified
mail.

Subd. 3. Inspection of Maintained Records. The maintained video, written, and
electronic records shall be made available to any law enforcement officer made upon a
reasonable request.

Section 105.4. Enforcement. Enforcement of this ordinance shall be directed by the City
Administrator with the administrator delegating the enforcement to the appropriate department
which may be the police department, building inspector, or city planner.

Section 105.5. Investigation. If a guest or employee of a lodging establishment, hotel or
motel makes an emergency call for service or reports any suspicious or illegal activity going on
at the lodging establishment, hotel or motel to law enforcement, the owner or operator of the



lodging establishment, hotel or motel shall cooperate with law enforcement during the ongoing
investigation.

This ordinance shall be effective upon passage by the Waite Park City Council and
publication as provided by law.

The City Council for the City of Waite Park, HEREBY ORDAINS:

The City Council has adopted a new ordinance, Ordinance No. 105 entitled “Regulation
of Hotels/Motels/Lodging Establishments” regulating all hotels, motels and lodging
establishments in the City of Waite Park setting forth the general requirements for such
establishments and the associated procedures involved with administering and enforcing said
ordinance.

The ordinance (1) defines the terms associated with the ordinance; (2) establishes and
outlines the licensing requirements pertaining to the application process, grounds for denial and
revocation; (3) establishes the minimum standards of operation; (4) addresses enforcement and
administration of the ordinance; and (5) addresses law enforcement’s investigation of emergency
calls for service and suspicious or illegal activity.

This material is a summary of Ordinance No. 105 entitled “Regulation of
Hotels/Motels/Lodging Establishments.” The full text of the ordinance is available for
inspection by any person during regular office hours at the office of the Waite Park City
Administrator.

Issue: National Fitness Court Grant Application

BACKGROUND:

The Park Board has recommended to the council to proceed with applying for a grant to build a
fitness court on 3™ Street Trail.

The National Fitness Campaign has approached the Park Board to see if the city would like to
put one of their fitness courts in a city park. The fitness court has a number of fitness items that
allows people to exercise in a constructive manner outdoors at no cost. It is a 38 by 38 square
foot area with exercise items that allow a person to complete a full exercise program in a matter
of 15 minutes.

What is special about the National Fitness Campaign is that they have worked with 4,000
communities across the nation to install them for their residents. The end result, is a fitness court
that has achieved many goals in improving local health.

Cost

The fitness court has a price tag of $90,000. The National Fitness Campaign has a goal
to create 100 of these fitness courts at communities across the country. They will put up $10,000
of the $90,000 for a community. Extra cost to the City would be, the concrete pad, benches and
water foundation, we would need to add $35,000 to this figure for a grand total of $125,000

It is proposed to raise $60,000 through grants. The grant from the National Fitness
Campaign would add $10,000 to this figure for a total of $70,000. The balance of $55,000
would come from the Park Development Fund

The location for the fitness court is an important part of this project. It needs to be at a
park that draws many people or on a trail that has a good number of walkers each day. It seems
natural that the fitness trail on Third Street might be a location. See proposed location area, the
exact area if approved and grants awarded would be determined later.

This is a project that would do much to improve the health of our community. We have a
deadline for this grant on December 7™.
